DEFINITION 
Public Service Announcement (PSA) or community service announcement 
(CSA) is a non-commercial advertisement broadcast on radio or television, 
seemingly for the public good. PSAs are intended to change public attitudes or 
actions by raising awareness about specific issues. 
 
TOPIC/TARGET AUDIENCE 
Develop a 30-second, video PSA to encourage young adults to recycle.  The spot 
is intended for a national broadcast audience.
